






INTRODUCTION 

Purpose and Scope of investigation 

, This study was i n i t i a t e d  on November 1970 i n  response t o  a l e t t e r  
reseived from the Principal Planner, North County Section of the 
Snohomish County Planning Department requesting information about present 
and fu ture  ground-water ava i l ab i l i t y  i n  the Arlington Heights area. 
Additional need f o r  t h i s  information was shotm when many of the individuals 
i n  the Arlington Heights area  went on record opposing the granting of 
ground-water permits for  several  proposed subdivisions i n  the  area. 

The scope of t h i s  study was i n i t i a l l y  s e t  t o  include several  
determinations which are: 

1, Ascertain ava i l ab i l i t y  of ground water i n  the Arlington 
Heights area. 

2 .  Determine the proper plan f o r  future  development and 
u t i l i za t ion  of the  ground water. 

3. Possible pollution of surface water and ground water by 
sep t i c  tanks. 

The study has consisted of a general geologic reconnaissance of the 
area,  obtaining water levels  of representative wells, pump tes t ing  the 
aquifer,  obtaining information from various sources i n  the area and the 
interpreta t ion of the various data. 

Location and Extent of the Area 

Arlington Heights area is designated t o  inlcude approximately 3000 
acres within Township 31 North, Range 5 East, Sections 28, 29, 30, 31, 32, 
and 33. Also Sections 4 ,  5,  6,  8 ,  and 9, Township 32 North, Range 5 East 
lying approximately 2 miles eas t  of the c i t y  of Arlington i n  Snohomish 
County, Washington. (Figure 1.) 

Arlington l i e s  geographically near the northwest corner of the county 
and is readily accessible via  Znterstate 5. The Arlington Heights area is 
crossed eas t  t o  west by a paved road and also has a network of graveled 
roads which afford good accessibi l i ty .  

The area is generally bounded on the north by the North Fork 
Stillaguamish River. On the west by the South Fork Stillaguamish River. 
On the south and southeast by J i m  Creek and on the northeast by Ebey H i l l .  

The base map (Figure 1)  used i n  t h i s  report is taken from the 
Arlington East Quadrangle, 7.5 minute s e r i e s  put out by the U. S. 
Geological Survey, Topographic Branch. The contour on the map is 20 fee t .
